2. The lowest floor and all attendant utilities shall be at or above 


 feet Mean Sea Level (MSL).

3. Pursuant to Section 6.5-52e of the [Community Name] Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance, it shall be the duty of the permit holder to submit to the Floodplain Administrator the Elevation/Floodproofing Certification within 21 calendar days after establishment of the lowest floor.  Site reference to your code.  Verify the 21 days with your ordinance.
4. All buildings or structures shall be located landward of the first line of stable natural vegetation and comply with all applicable CAMA setback requirements.  You may wish to add a process or requirement to apply through the LPO.
5. Fill material shall not encroach into the floodway of

. This references floodway issues in Riverine flood zones but you can adapt this to fit some of your other coastal set backs – whether by CAMA or other local regs within the A zones.  You do not need this in your community for the NFIP regs.
6. Proper Erosion and Sediment control measures shall be installed and maintained in accordance with North Carolina State Standards during fill operations. You can specify this more precisely with references to state or locally adopted regulation.
7. Provide a minimum of two (2) openings in the foundation wall having a total area of not less than                   square inches.  The bottom of the openings shall not be greater than one (1) foot above the ground elevation at the perimeter of the foundation wall.  The access area to the crawl space may be utilized to meet these criteria provided a mesh or screen door is used.
Note:  Vent opening area requirement is calculated at 1 sq. in. per sq. ft of structures footprint below BFE.
8. Mobile/Manufactured home shall be installed in accordance with the [Community Name] Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance Section 6.5-42 (5a, 5b, & 5c).  See copy attached to this permit.    Site references to your code.
9. Upon completion of foundation construction, contact Floodplain Administrator’s office for foundation inspection.
